TO THE ORGANIZATIONAL AND OPERATIONAL REGULATIONS OF THE DORMITORIES OF THE FACULTY OF MEDICINE OF THE UNIVERSITY OF SZEGED
Regulations of the Dormitory
Pursuant to the authorization granted in the Organizational and Operational Regulations of the Dormitories of the Faculty  (hereinafter referred to as: “OORD”), the Dean's Dormitory Board (“DDB”) has set up the following Regulations for the dormitory community, with a view to maintaining human coexistence and civilized behavior.
I. General provisions
1. The scope of these Regulations applies to students with a valid housing agreement with one of the dormitories of the Faculty (hereinafter referred to as: “Residents”).
2. These Regulations also apply to guests put up in dormitories of the Faculty and to persons within the territory of the dormitories of the Faculty.

II. The procedure of occupying and vacating rooms of the dormitory; accommodation
1. Occupying a room in a dormitory is contingent upon signing a housing agreement. Admitted students are required to sign and return that agreement to the relevant dormitory before the deadline specified in the housing agreement.

2. A failure to sign the housing agreement entails the admission of the applicant to the dormitory becoming void, precluding the student from moving in. In such an event, the dormitory has the right to admit another applicant.

3. Residents who fail to occupy the designated room within 8 calendar days from the date designated for moving in will lose their entitlement, except when they inform the Director of Dormitories of their incapacitation, in writing and in advance. The dormitory fee must be paid in that case, nevertheless.

4. Dormitory occupancy cannot be cancelled for a temporary period. The dormitory fee must also be paid in periods of absence related to study obligations (e.g. professional practice) in order to retain occupancy.

5. Students moving in or out of a dormitory are required to meet their address notification, notification of change and termination of temporary address obligations within a period of 72 hours.

6. At the time of moving in, students should fill out an Equipment Form received from the real estate administrator in charge, and sign same in their own hand, along with the Room Inventory Sheet. Residents must report any change in their personal data.

7. When moving out at the end of the year and also in the case of moving out for a specific period of time, students must make a full account, on the basis of the Equipment Form and the Room Inventory Sheet, regarding all inventory items, return the key, as well as vacate the room and return it in a clean state, ready for moving in.

8. In the event that a resident fails to meet some obligation when moving out, the administrator in charge will have the right to open and empty the room concerned in the presence of two witnesses, to restore the original state and to pass on the resulting costs to the student.

III. Opening hours and receiving guests
1. The dormitory has a continuous reception service.

2. Only guests with a permission for accommodation may stay in the dormitory between 11 p.m. and 7 a.m.

3. Every person not residing or working in the dormitory is considered a guest. Guests may enter the building after submitting a (student's or personal identity) card to the front desk and identifying the room number and the host student. The janitor can grant the guest access if he is satisfied that the host concerned is in the dormitory.

4. The janitor is entitled to check anyone's identity. These Regulations also apply to persons within the territory of the dormitory. The host student is liable for compliance with the regulations. The janitor may specifically order a guest who violates the Regulations to leave the dormitory.

5. All residents may receive guests in the dormitory lounge between 7 a.m. and 11 p.m. Guests may stay in the rooms only with the joint consent of the residents in the room.
6. All residents have the right to apply for accommodation for their guests. In the absence of room-mates, guests may also be accommodated in the host student’s room. The Director of Dormitories, the administrator in charge, in their absence, the janitor may grant a permission for accommodation to guests.

7. Upon arrival, hotel guests are required to pay an accommodation fee at the front desk according to the applicable fees. Hotel guests must leave the room until 12 o'clock on the day after the last night of stay, and leave the key at the front desk.

IV. Rules of coexistence
1. Residents may listen to radio, tape recorder, play musical instruments, etc. without disturbing other residents in the rooms and in neighboring rooms. During the exam period all day, otherwise from 7 p.m. to 7 a.m., quiet hours must be ensured to provide for relaxed learning and relaxation.
2. Residents may talk to each other or listen to music in study rooms and the computer room only without disturbing other students.
3. Pets, selling alcohol and gambling are not allowed in dormitories.
4. Keeping and consuming drugs or drug-like substances in the dormitory, as well as excessive alcohol consumption in the dormitory is prohibited!
5. Celebrating name-days, birthdays or holding parties in common areas of the dormitory is allowed only in periods other than the exam period, and only with prior permission from the Director of Dormitories. Holding such gatherings in rooms shared with neighboring rooms is subject to the consent of those residing there. In the exam period, events can only be held in the club on the ground floor. Such events should be completed by 11 p.m.
6. Other events held in the dormitory, irrespective of the organizer, shall be approved by the Director of Dormitories, with the consent of the Chairperson of the Dormitory Student Committee (the “DSC” or “SC”).
7. The Director of Dormitories may convene residents, floor, or grade meetings to inform the residents concerned. In justified cases (e.g., extraordinary service breakdown, joint dormitory interests), attendance of all residents may be made compulsory, with the consent of the Chairperson of the DSC.
8. In the case of an external phone call, the janitor is obliged to switch the call to the living area affected between 8 a.m. and 10 p.m.
V. Hygiene measures
1. Students are both individually and collectively responsible for the cleanliness and proper use of rooms and commonly used areas. Students should not interfere with cleaning. Residents are obliged to keep their rooms regularly and properly cleaned and ventilated.
2. After events held in communal areas, e.g., watching TV or other approved events, everyone has to clean up and duly restore the arrangement of furniture. After cooking or frying, the tools must be left clean.
3. Residents should not store bad food or food residues in the rooms. In justified cases, refrigerators should be thawed and cleaned.

4. Residents should not scratch the walls or the devices in common areas, or hang pictures on the walls. In the rooms, residents may only use decorations that can be removed without affecting the original state of the rooms. Everyone is obliged to duly write their name, major, and grade on the doors of the rooms. No other decorations can be applied on the doors. The cost of restoration of scribbling and decorations is to be covered by the student concerned.
5. Persons entitled to check the status of the rooms include the Dean of the Faculty or the persons appointed by the Dean, the Director of Dormitories, the administrator in charge and the members of the SC. For the purpose of conducting the checking, at least two persons with a mandate and two witnesses must be present. The checking can be carried out at any time between 9 a.m. and 10 p.m.
VI. Property protection and austerity measures
1. In order to preserve dormitory property, residents shall be fully liable for any loss or damage of the items in their custody or used by them exclusively, or taken over by them with a return and accountability obligation. Residents shall be exempted from liability if the deficiency concerned is due to some unavoidable cause. In the event of a defect or other damage to the equipment and fixtures for joint use, residents shall be jointly and severally liable, in proportion to their culpability.
2. If a resident does not indicate in writing any defect or other discrepancy observed in the room within 5 days from occupying it, he/she shall be deemed to have taken over the room in due order. In the event of changes in or damage of the objects recorded in the inventory, or a loss of keys, the resident shall assume responsibility and must compensate the dormitory for the related loss. The dormitory may, without the resident’s consent, make any architectural changes or alterations in the inventory, if that is made to protect the fixtures and to avoid any potential hazards.
3. All damages caused by deliberate harm, damage, or fracture shall be compensated by the perpetrator individually. If several people jointly cause damage, they shall be jointly and severally liable to the Faculty, but may be condemned in proportion to their respective damage. If the damage and its compensation cannot be established in proportion to culpability, these shall be distributed equally among the perpetrators of damages. The detailed rules on compensation for damages are included in the Disciplinary and Compensation Regulations of the Dormitory.
4. Inventory objects located in the dormitory building, rooms, television rooms, lounges, study rooms, computer rooms, etc., may be taken over to other facilities of the dormitory, or out of the building, only with the prior written permission of the administrator in charge.
5. All objects that are of greater value (over 20,000 HUF) or whose output exceeds 500 W/h can be brought in the dormitory building only with the prior written permission of the administrator in charge, and at the resident’s risk. Residents may only use tools in the dormitory that fully comply with the Hungarian standards and the relevant protection grade. Objects brought in and used without permission must be removed from the dormitory by the owner at the request of the administrator in charge.
6. Every resident has his or her own room key. In the event of a loss, and also for reasons of security, locks should be replaced at the student’s expense. At the end of the year and upon vacating the room, the key must be returned.
7. The rooms and cupboards are only available to residents during the academic year. When moving out during summer breaks or for some other reason, residents must return the rooms and cabinets in their original, empty condition. In justified cases, the dormitory provides a storage facility for the sealed and named packages of the residents during summer breaks.

8. Before departing from the common areas and if there is no other person in the facility, residents must turn off the light and disconnect working equipment (e.g., TV). When leaving the computer room, residents must log out of the system.
9. Before leaving the rooms, working appliances (radio, television, electrical appliances, etc.) and the lights must be switched off, and the windows must be closed. Keep the room door locked when leaving your room.
10. The dormitory and the Faculty are responsible for the valuables, securities and cash held by the students in the dormitory if the damage is caused for a reason for which they are responsible under general rules. In that case, the burden of proof should be borne by the student concerned.
11. Use of external parabola and other antennas is prohibited. Individual branches can be made from a common cable network only by and with the permission of the cable provider. 
12. Technical malfunctions and faults must be recorded for the earliest possible elimination in the "Error Reporting Book" displayed at the front desk. That book is checked and the necessary action is taken by the administrator in charge on a daily basis. 
VII. Fire and safety regulations, health protection measures
1. The provisions of the University's Labor Safety and Fire Protection Regulations concerning the dormitory and the rules of procedure for the protection of health are presented to the residents by the administrator in charge at the time of moving in, who will request them to sign the related protocol. All students are obliged to comply with the regulations.
2. Items of utmost importance:

· Smoking is only allowed at designated locations. A room can be designated as a smoking room with the prior written consent of all residents there. This is to be indicated on the door by the residents in the manner indicated.
·  Do not place burning cigarettes or burning objects in waste-paper basket, cabinets, on shelves or appliances.
· Do not use a home-made lighting or electric appliance that does not conform to the relevant standard.
· Each student must know how to use the fire extinguishers available on each floor.

· Ironing, cooking, making or heating coffee is allowed only in the designated facility!
· Users of various electrical and gas appliances, such as baking, cooking, ironing, washing, must keep these appliances under constant supervision.
· Do not extinguish electric fire with water. 
· Every resident is obliged to report at the front desk an irregularity that can cause fire.
3. In the event of fire, you must immediately speak to the janitor and contact the fire department by calling phone number 105.
4. In the event of fire or disaster, everyone is obliged to take an active part in firefighting and safeguarding community property.
5. If a resident experiences an accident, sickness or illness, he or she must, in addition to compulsory assistance, promptly contact the janitor who will provide the necessary assistance and take the appropriate action.
6. A first-aid box is available at the front desk to treat minor injuries.

7. In the case of a bomb or fire alarm, the dormitory should be evacuated in line with the fire alarm schedule of the institution.

VIII. Other provisions, procedural rules 
1. A resident commits a disciplinary offense if he/she fails to comply with the organizational and operational regulations of the dormitory, including its annexes. In the event of a serious suspicion of disciplinary misconduct, disciplinary proceedings shall be initiated in line with the Disciplinary and Compensation Regulations of the Dormitory.

2. If a resident deliberately or seriously damages objects of the dormitory or his or her companions, in addition to the compensation procedures, the Student Committee of the Dormitory will initiate disciplinary proceedings with immediate effect, and decide on sanctioning the student.
3. A disciplinary procedure may be initiated by the SC, the Chairman of the SC, the Director of Dormitories, and the Administrator in Charge. The SC, the Chairman of the SC, and the Director of Dormitories can also issue a written warning to a resident who has committed a minor breach of the rules in force.
4. In case of suspicion of a criminal offense or evidence of grossly unworthy conduct of a university student, the Disciplinary Code for Students of the University shall be applied. In such an event, the Dean of the Faculty will initiate a disciplinary procedure which proceeds in this case not within the scope of competence of the dormitory.
5. Dormitory life is organized by the Student Committee of the Dormitory, where all in-house residents can attend. The Student Committee of the Dormitory may, in matters not governed by these Regulations, make decisions binding on each resident.
IX. Final provisions
These regulations represent Annex 4 to the Organizational and Operational Regulations of the Dormitories of the Faculty of Medicine of the University of Szeged, and they shall be used in conjunction with the provisions of those Regulations.

The Regulations of the Dormitory are approved by the Dean's Dormitory Board.

The DDB is entitled to revise the text of the Regulations and make any necessary changes within its jurisdiction.

The Regulations were endorsed at the meeting of the Dean's Dormitory Board of the Faculty of Medicine on 11 May 2005. The Regulations will be announced on the announcements board and on the website of the dormitories, and will enter into force on the day of promulgation.
